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Purpose and Scope 

The subcommittee provides a forum within TRB for those with an interest in the advancement of passenger travel data.  As such the subcommittee is concerned with the availability, quality, use and application, and promotion of data on the movement of people across all modes of transportation and levels of geography.

Specifically, the subcommittee will:
identify and publicize sources of data on personal and household-based travel by all modes;

assess data needs resulting from emerging socioeconomic trends;

identify, develop and share the best practices that address data gaps;

develop knowledge on integrating and applying that data; and 
address the need to maintain data continuity over time while meeting new information needs.
