Paper Review Process.  TRB received 3365 papers.  Our committee had 27 as of 8/7/08.  Kate Lawson and Ed Christopher made all initial assignments by 8/14/08 after soliciting committee members for their interests in committee paper topics.  All of the reviews need to be done and entered into the software by Sept. 15.  Sessions are finalized by Oct. 1.  TRB is trying to have committees determine paper publishing decisions before the Annual Meeting.  [This year’s Annual Meeting Spotlight Theme is Energy and Climate Change.  It is anticipated that 100 sessions will deal with this topic.]
Triennial strategic plan  Our committee has been involved in strategic planning for 10 years.  The strategic plan is related to the committee’s annual reports.  Committee input to the plans is helpful.  The Policy and Data group at TRB is on the same strategic plan [image: image6.emf]ABJ30 Mid-Year 08  Attendees.xls

schedule so that all of the strategic plans are reviewed at the group level.  The group then identifies critical and cross-cutting issues for the group.  Impact of Demographics on Transportation is an example of a cross-cutting issue.  A draft plan is due by TRB and we expect to spend part of January meeting reaching consensus on the committee’s plan.  Final plans are due April 15 and the group meets and discusses the plans after that.  (We will be represented by Johanna Zmud, our Section Chair.)

Subcommittee reports:
Subcommittee on Census Data (Clara Reschovsky)  Clara recited the challenges related to generating the CTPP from ACS data compared to using the decennial census.  Now there will be a three year data product for geographic areas of 20,000 or greater population.  There will be a five-year product for block group and TAZ tabulations.  Even so, the Census Disclosure Release Board has objected to cross-tabulations by means of transportation.  There is a contract now for creating TAZ.  TAZ may be layered so that data can be released for the larger layers.  There is an AASHTO CTPP Oversight Board with nine state members, 5 MPO members, and members from transportation associations and consultants. ADUS Subcommittee (Shawn Turner)  The ADUS Subcommittee met Friday, August 8 at 7am at NATMEC.  The subcommittee is a joint subcommittee with Highway Traffic Monitoring (ADF30).  Working on an Annual Meeting Session related to performance monitoring.  The subcommittee is trying to generate research needs statements.  The subcommittee is working on sharing papers, reports, techniques through wikis and other knowledge management tools.  Ralph Gillman’s FHWA Policy Information page was referenced (http://www.fhwa.dot.gov/policyinformation/ ) but the subcommittee may be interested in hosting more “local” papers on the benefits of ADUS.  [There was a brief discussion of knowledge management efforts known by the participants including VDOT’s efforts with succession planning and the Travel Survey Methods committee using GoogleDocs for updating the Travel Survey Manual.]
Liaison Report (Mary Lupa)  Mary Lupa prepared a hand-out (attached) of the status of three urban data issues in consulting:  pricing, gas prices, and household data collection.  Highlights of[image: image8.emf]CommAnnual2008rep ort.doc

 the discussion include the Mary Peters NYTimes Op-Ed (July 22) where she describes the need for new highway financing (including pricing).  Mary explained that obtaining proprietary toll road volumes/revenues/pricing effects is difficult (non-public agencies).  People discussed gas prices and Steven Jessberger of FHWA revealed that VMT use in June was “much lower” than the previous year [press release dated 8/13/08 reveals this to be a 4.7% decrease]. 
Household travel surveys are becoming an issue in that data no longer emanates from a “household” but now has more meaning on the “person” level.  The discussion included health effects of the gas price increase (more walking now) and the interest in ped and bike facilities and measurement.  The National Pedestrian and Bicycling Measurement Project was mentioned [http://www.altaplanning.com/national+bicycle+and+pedestrian+documentation+project.aspx ]
Information Sharing
Peer-exchange on “Statewide Information Assets for Transportation Decision Making” (Anita Vandervalk-Ostrander)  Anita from the Statewide Data Committee shared the results of this peer-exchange that met in May.  Ten states attended.  Some have sophisticated business plans.  Six data research needs were identified:  1)  Cost/benefit/value return of investment of data systems, 2)  Effective data governance framework, 3)  Analytical tools, use of business intelligence to turn data into information, 4)  Performance measures, 5)  Data terminology standards, do we need a national taxonomy?  6)  Data sharing models, what is keeping us from sharing data among states?  Proceedings of the meeting will be produced by TRB.  A similar Workshop will be held at the Annual Meeting.  

Final Thoughts
· We need to think about connections and cross-fertilizations with other committees.  What about Pricing?

· TRB Workshops—there will be an ADUS Workshop, likely one about the Household Travel Survey [No funding for a HTS website yet.], possibly a Change in Demographics Workshop (transit related)

· The committee is allowed 2 ½ TRB sessions

· Elaine Murakami wants us to contact AASHTO Standing Committee on Planning members and encourage them to fund proposed NCHRP 08-36 Travel Survey Manual project

· HPMS data will now be geocoded which should improve accuracy

· Help recruit new Urban Data Committee members—especially international members and younger (under 35) members

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TRB Committee ABJ30 Urban Transportation Data & Information Systems

Washington D.C.

The purpose of this overview is to provide a broad report on recent and important changes in the data community as seen from the point of view of the consultant world.  While not reflecting the knowledge of each person on the committee, the intent is still to cover the major areas of interest and growth in highway and model data.

· Pricing – Many of us read the Op-Ed in the New York Times by Mary E. Peters, the U.S Secretary of Transportation on July 22, 2008.  She advocated establishing a pricing structure on airport gates.  This idea would mean that fees borne by the airlines would vary by time of day to reduce unnecessary and inefficient use of the gates.  This pricing idea follows a broad nationwide move to conduct preliminary pricing studies on bridges, airport access roadways, and new highways of all kinds.  States with limited resources – most of them - want to know what possible funding might be provided by a tolled facility.  Like business franchises that offer opportunities when the economy is in recession, pricing offers counter-cyclical opportunities for DOTs, private concerns, and those who serve them.

· Gas Prices – The steady increase in consumer gasoline prices since January 2008 has had a strong effect on passenger vehicle and truck traffic in all parts of the country.  Some preliminary observed traffic counts have shown a 5% or more month-compared-to-month decrease in traffic between May 2007 and May 2008.  This decrease in traffic may be accompanied by an overall decrease in average speed and in hours of congestion on interstates and other roads.  Cars and trucks are behaving differently from each other.  Some trucking companies are adjusting their delivery times based on an assumed universal 55 or 60 mph.  The “tipping point” that policy people have often discussed with respect to gas prices is being tested in real time.  Revenues related to traffic levels such as gas tax revenues are also down, creating different problems.  Transit use is up.  In the Chicago metropolitan area, commuter railroads such as the BNSF route to the western suburbs are experiencing crush loads inbound, longer dwell times and the total absence of parking at suburban stations.  The opportunities for study are enormous in all the areas of planning, economics and operations related to this shift.  There is a related opportunity to study congestion during a potential “lull” in the growth of urban congestion.

· Household Data Collection – A parallel sea-change is taking place around the concepts of house, home, telephone and “place” in general.  The group who believes that “Place Matters” are being replaced by people to whom “place” is the here and now: myself, my cell, my car, and my train pass.  Portable multi-purpose electronics have replaced “Place” since banks, post offices, music, photos, message machines and all else are encapsulated in the portable electronic.  It must be said, however, that the networks that people form are the same, regardless of electronics.  The result of these changes, as we all know, is that data is increasingly difficult to collect.  Getting a representational sample of any region is a more challenging effort than ever before.  Researchers are busy with GPS data from private cars and from delivery vehicles, cell phones, and related sources.  Reconciling data from these multiple sources is an important area of research in the coming years.

Meeting Notes
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The meeting was called to order by Chairperson, Ed Christopher, at approximately 7:30 PM.  Current committee members, new members, friends of the committee and others introduced themselves.  The list of attendees is embedded at the end.

Reports


State of the Committee Chair Report

Chair Christopher reported that the agreement with the host agency for the Committee website will need to be reviewed.  Chuck Purvis, the previous Committee Chair, has maintained the website at his agency (MTC).  He will be retiring in 35 months and wants to make sure the Committee is able to find a new host as soon as possible to provide a smooth transition for the site.  
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Chair Christopher provided an analysis of the submitted and accepted papers.  The Committee received 33 papers.  Many were focused on travel time and speed.  Only 25% of the papers received can be submitted for publication.  While the Committee has one the lower paper acceptance rates, one of the papers accepted last year has been honored with the Wootan Award.  

The tradition is to have more than three reviewers for each paper, with many of the participating reviewers outside of the Committee membership list.  Another popular topic area was the use of cell phones for data collection.  Ed suggested forming a task force to focus strictly on the travel time and speed topics.  Congestion pricing analysis also uses travel time and speed data.  


Ed explained how he sorts and extracts the abstracts from the TRB paper database to facilitate the reviewing process.  It was suggested that this technique could be added to the functionality of the website. The spreadsheet can be shared with State DOTs for help in reviewing the papers.  


There was a question about the process for “re-reviewing” papers that were not accepted for presentation and/or publication.  Due to the strict time constraints, it is not possible to do extensive re-reviewing.  Authors are encouraged to attend to comments and submit the following year.  Ed explained how each Committee is allowed to schedule 2.2 sessions, not including poster sessions or workshops at the Annual Meeting.  There were 80 workshops on Sunday this year, filling all the available spaces.  The Committee sponsored 1 paper session and the annual Travel Data User Forum.  The paper call for LEHD did not generate any papers.


Membership


The TRB rules state that each member will have a term of three years, which can be renewed two additional terms, for a total of 9 years of service.  Ed noted the turnover of members.  Three members are remaining on the Committee, after being scheduled for retirement.  Catherine Lawson has been appointed Chair, Shawn Turner has been re-appointed to Chair the ADUS Subcommittee and Rich Margiotta has not actually completed 9 years of service due to his original appointment date.  …


The Census Subcommittee will have two new Co-Chairs, Clara Reschovsky and Kirsten Rohanna.  Chair Christopher plans to continue the listserv for members.

Johanna Zmud presented Chair Christopher with a special poster with all the names of Committee members.  Everyone thanked the Chair for his excellent contribution to the progress of the Committee during his term of Chair.

TRB Activities

Tom Palmerlee, TRB Senior Staff, announced the publishing decisions need to be submitted by January 25th.  At this time, the Committee also needs to recommend its best paper for the Wootan Award (based on the highest points scored during the review process).  


The Research Needs Database project is underway.  It is intended as a tool for communicating the research needs of each Committee to a broad audience on the web.  It has recorded 17000 hits.  It is anticipated that students, state DOTs, research directors and others are viewing the site.  


RITA/BTS Activities and Initiatives  

Tom Bolle, staff at RITA, announced that BTS has a new Director and Deputy Director.  Several staff members of BTS attended the Section Breakfast and shared their vision for BTS.  The Data Section Retreat scheduled for March 19th and 20th in Irvine, California, will further explore opportunities for our Committee and BTS to interact.  


Ed asked about the future of TranStats as this is an important portal for Committee members and friends.  It is anticipated that it will continue in some form.  BTS is producing a Strategic Plan.  

Data Section Retreat

Johanna Zmud announced the details of the upcoming Data Section Retreat.  It will call together the 11 Committee and Task Force Chairs to discuss the Data as an Asset.  At this time, at least 9 Chairs have committed to attend, although there are no funds available for travel.  Ed Christopher will chair the Retreat.  Committee members need to be thinking about what issues are most important to them and how best to send their message.

ABJ30(1) Subcommittee on Census Data  

Bob Sicko will be leaving the Committee and his position as Subcommitte Chair.  The Subcommittee will be meeting on Wednesday.  Clara and Kirsten will be co-chairing, as previously mentioned.  Topics of concern include the new TAZ geographies and continued support by AASHTO for census issues.  The American Community Survey guidebook has been published and is available on the website.  The draft proceedings from the Irvine Census conference have been assembled and are being reviewed. 


AFD30(1) Archived Data User Service Subcommittee  

Shawn Turner reported that the ADUS workshop on Sunday was a success.  There were approximately 30 people in attendance.  The Subcommittee reviewed 13 papers and recommended 3 for publication.  Eight will be presented at podium sessions and 4 will be presented as posters.  The Subcommittee met at lunch.  Topics for research were discussed, including imputation for missing data.  

FHWA Policy Information Office, NHTS  


Heather Contrino. provided an update on the National Household Travel Survey effort.  At this time, the list of states and MPOs interested in an add-on survey is encouraging.  There is still not enough funding available for the national survey.  There have been several efforts (e.g., AAA writing letters, an AASHTO resolution) to find the final $2.5 million dollars, including going to key senators for their help to convince the Secretary and Congress to help. 


There are some new items on the pilot survey instrument, including questions about occupation and seasonality, telecommuting, actual arrival times to work, the flexibility in work start times.  Information on the NHTS is available to their booth in the Exhibition Hall.  A DVD is available with trends data.  A special cell phone sample is planned to be tested for cell-only households.  The sampling frame for the survey will be similar to previous deployments.  Another question regarding households that report no travel will be asked to provide information with they last traveled.  

The survey will not ask if a car is specifically a hybrid, but will be able to determine this from the make and model information collected.  Details will be available in Appendix E regarding the coding issues.  


NCHRP and the Committee  

Lori Sundstrom provided handouts on current activities for NCHRP.  She announced the completion of the book on using the American Community Survey published by the Committee on National Statistics.  She reviewed other publications and discussed the use of webinars to disseminate information.  
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TRB Special Discussion Topic 


Data Retreat:  What issues are facing the Committee?

Chair Christopher and Johanna Zmud described the upcoming data retreat, to be held in Irvine, California on March 19th and 20th.  The purpose of this retreat is to have Committee Chairs meet to develop a unified vision for data.  Ed will be the Chair of this event.  He spoke about the need to get the big issues out on the table for discussion.  Each Committee has been tasked with suggesting at least three issues to the retreat can use a “bottom up” strategy for developing a vision.  This work will also jump start the review of the Committee’s strategic plan and prepare for the triennial review.  The scope of the issues should be over a three to five year horizon.  The following are ideas suggested for inclusion at the Retreat:  


· Confidentially:  How should we handle new types of data, such as GPS, that provides exact locations and may need to be made more “fuzzy” to protect survey participant’s privacy?

· How will we get travel survey data in cell phone only households as they might not be part of the original sampling frame?


· Are we prepared to deal with the new forms of data created by new types of data creation equipment (i.e., second by second GPS data streams)?


· Do we need new guidelines for new types of data?

· Are we collecting VMT data correctly to understand greenhouse gases?  

· Are we sharing operations data (e.g., archived ITS) is a form that makes it useful to members of the planning community?


· Do we need guidelines for air quality data that needs to focus on variation rather than averages?


· Do we need to review the rules used for “rolling up” data?

· Should there be different approaches depending on the sources and future uses of the data – or would the capture of second by second data be the foundation for all users to choose their own roll-up strategies to serve their own needs?

· Will future uses, such as microsimulation, be considered now to ensure data is not prematurely truncated in an effort to save on storage space?

· What new strategies can be expected for establishing origins and destinations (i.e., cell phones)?  

· Can the mantra of “data as an asset” be incorporated across the board – to improve data?


· Will the use of private sector providers of transportation services make the collection and sharing of needed data problematic?

· Is there a “standard” for data quality – or does it make a difference of how the data will be used and who will be using it?  

· Will current attention on Travel Demand Models (e.g., Special Report Session on Wednesday night) and attention on performance measures put pressure on the research community to provide new urban transportation data and information systems knowledge?  


· What impact with the aging of the population and changes in life style make on the needs for urban transportation data?


· What impact will the desire to use tolls for financing roadways have on the need for collecting urban transportation data?


· How will the continued focus on immigration and demographic factors impact urban transportation data programs?


· What new or continuing pressures will transportation planners face regarding the need for funding infrastructure maintenance and providing new infrastructure features?


· How can we support the data needs of MPOs (i.e., webinar instruction)?


Committee members, friends and interested parties can email more ideas for topics to consider at the retreat to Johanna, the Retreat Chair, Ed Christopher, or the Committee Secretary (incoming Chair) Catherine Lawson.

The TRB Data and Information Systems Section is composed of 11 committees and one task force.  The missions of these units range from a focus on transportation data and data-related research to the development and application of information systems and technologies for transportation.   This Section is among the larger and more diverse among the TRB Groups.  While all committees within the Section share some commonality of mission, the challenges and our ability to meet them varies greatly.  To be effective, the Section needs to work together. Purpose



A retreat is planned for the Section’s leadership to develop a shared 3-5 year vision for identifying transportation data and information system needs, opportunities, and actions, and to clarify how our committees can - individually or jointly - best advance that shared vision and communicate its value to others in the profession and to policymakers.  Today’s complex transportation challenges are substantial and varied, requiring integrated and coordinated responses to meet the information needs for effective planning and policy making; fragmentation of data sources and information systems has been a barrier to good transportation planning and management.


This retreat will provide an opportunity for seasoned committee chairs to share experiences and wisdom for defining and carrying out committee missions.  For new chairs, it will be an opportunity to understand the interrelationships among the committees, and to identify ways to focus committee activities.  For all participants, the retreat will help define the Data Section and its committees as the focal point for data issues for the larger TRB community, and as a source of leadership and support for transportation data programs, analysis tools, applications, and idea sharing.  When the retreat is over, we expect to have produced a focused vision of the collective needs, issues and concerns of committees within the Section, along with strategies and best practices for communicating the value of committee activities.

Committee Goals and Implementation Strategies

Scope:

Committee Goals:



Goal #1:  Provide a national forum for the continuing identification and prioritization of research on urban and metropolitan transportation “supply and demand” data, inputs needed for and outputs created from information systems and the dissemination of research findings.  


Strategies:



a) Provide active assistance to the National Research Council in developing a prioritized listing of urban and metropolitan transportation “supply and demand” data research problem statements that address the emphasis areas identified for this Committee.



b) Encourage the active participation of Committee members and friends on national cooperative research councils including NCHRP, TCHRP and other relevant research panels for studies of interest to the Committee.



c) Recommend publication of significant urban and metropolitan “supply and demand” data research papers in the Transportation Research Records;



d) Conduct at least one paper session at each annual meeting;



e) Task each Committee member with identifying emerging urban transportation data and information systems issues, future areas of concern and opportunities for new research, and with sharing this information through the Committee’s communication network;



f) Continue to develop the Committee website devoted to Committee activities and research in topic areas.

The Committee shall meet at least twice per year in association with TRB annual meeting in January and in a mid-year business meeting.  These activities provide a strong focus for the Committee and should be continued.

b) Work with TRB to ensure desired paper sessions are featured in the annual meeting agenda;



c) Form and task a mid-year Workshop Subcommittee with identifying a suitable host location and agenda for each mid-year meeting and work with other relevant committees to increase synergy across topics;



d) To the degree possible, conduct the Committee’s mid-year meeting in a different region of the country each year to gain greater national exposure and support for the work of the Committee;



e) The Committee Chair shall be responsible for moderating all business meeting sessions or delegating this responsibility to another member of the Committee;



f) The Chair shall assign responsibility to a Committee member or friend for recording minutes for each meeting and submitting an electronic version to the Chair as soon as possible (preferably within two weeks of completion of the meeting).



g) The Chair shall be responsible for preparing and transmitting final business meeting reports to TRB within 45 days of the completion of each meeting.  Copies of the reports shall also be sent to each member and friend of the Committee.
